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West Campus
s on the rise

A year after plan raised height limits,
apartment projects are springing up

ne year after Austin officials approved a

plan to encourage high-rise and high-

density development just west of the

University of Texas campus, well-worn
bungalows and low-slung apartment buildings
still dominate the eclectic neighborhood.

But signs of change are everywhere in the area
known as West Campus, from the dusty 18-
wheelers lugging building materials through the
narrow, car-lined streets to the gaping holes in the
landscape where run-down student dwellings
once stood and sleek, upscale apartments are be-
ing built.

Developers already have plans for 12 projects
with a total of more than 1,000 apartments or
condominiums, and several are under construc-
tion. Developers have more projects on the
drawing board, and some land owners are con-
sidering starting projects of their own or mar-
keting their land.

The activity is unlike anything the neighbor-
hood has experienced in 20 years, and developers
and city officials say it is only the beginning of a
building boom that will significantly improve the
gquality of housing and the loock of the
